I am proud to  
introduce the 2012 
Solid Waste Collection 
Calendar for the  
Municipality of the  
District of Lunenburg. 
The calendar is filled 
with information to 
help you sort your 
waste.  
   
I encourage you to  
review the sorting     
information at the 
back of the Calendar 

and to call the Lunenburg Regional Community           
Recycling Centre (LRCRC) if you require more               
information.  
 
Residents of the Municipality are leaders when it comes 
to diverting waste from the landfill! The Municipalities 
which send landfill to the LRCRCõs Waste Transfer Station 
produce about 330 kilograms of landfill, per person, per 
year. This is great but residents must continue to sort their 
waste thoughtfully.   
 
The Nova Scotia Governmentõs Environmental Goals and  
Sustainable Prosperity Act has set a waste disposal target 
for all Nova Scotian Municipalities of no more than 300 
kgs, per person, per year by the 2015. The Municipality of 
the District of Lunenburg is getting very close to

achieving this goal. You can do a few easy things throughout 
your day to keep waste out of the landfill:  
 

buy durable products and purchase goods with less  
packaging, avoiding Styrofoam when possible;  
reduce the amount of ôthings you buyõ--do you really 
need the latest and trendiest, or can you wait a few years 
to replace it?   
donate unwanted items to family, friends or charities;  
rinse and place recyclables in the blue bag;  
place all food scraps and soiled paper in the green cart;  
place all dry paper and boxboard in a shopping bag or 
clear bag;  
bundle cardboard;  
take reusable bags with you as you shop and reusable       
beverage containers and plates to your workplace and 
school. Use compostable items if disposable is the only  
option.  

 
I thank you for taking a minute or two each day to sort your 
waste and rinse your recyclables. Making small efforts to     
reduce your householdõs consumption of goods and sorting 
waste correctly can make a big difference!

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS 

What are the Lunenburg Regional Community Recycling Centre's 

hours of operation?  

April ð October:  Monday to Saturday, 8:00 ð 4:30  

November ð March:  Monday to Friday, 8:00 ð 4:30  

   & Saturday, 8:00 ð 12:00 pm  

Where is the Lunenburg Regional Community Recycling Centre?  

It is located at 908 Mullock Road in Whynotts Settlement. Residents 

may call 543 -2991 to have their waste sorting questions answered.  

What do I do with ashes from my stove?  

Allow ashes to cool for three weeks in a fireproof container. Before 

putting them in the green cart, be sure to wet them down and stir!   

Where do used light bulbs including Compact Fluorescent Lightbulbs 

(CFLs) and broken glasses or dishes go?  

Seal lightbulbs and broken dinner wear in a  box or bucket labelled 

ôbroken glassõ and place for curbside collection. Place the box or 

bucket separately at the curbside. Do not put inside a garbage 

bag.  

Where do I take leftover paint and paint cans?  

You can return leftover liquid paint to any ENVIRO -DEPOTÊ,          

including the Regional Community Recycling Centreõs Household 

Hazardous Waste Depot at no charge. ENVIRO -DEPOTSÊ will        

accept latex and oil - based paints including aerosols, stains and 

varnishes.  

Where can I take electronics to be recycled?  

The Atlantic Canada Electronics Stewardship (ACES) program has  

organized drop -off locations for electronics throughout Atlantic 

Canada. Please keep in mind that there is a difference between 

electronics (computers and audio equipment) and appliances 

(microwaves and blow dryers). Corkum's Recycling Ltd. in Oakhill 

and Lilydale will accept electronics. For information about which 

items are accepted, please call 640 -3117 or visit the ACES website at 

www.acestewardship.ca.  

Where does Styrofoam go?  

All Styrofoam containers, trays, packaging and cups go in the garbage.  

Where can I take my cell phone to be recycled?  

Recycle My Cell is a national program which recycles cell phones,            

Smartphones, batteries and pagers. Cell phones may be dropped off free 

of charge at the Lunenburg Regional Community Recycling Centre. For 

more information about the program, visit www.recyclemycell.ca.  

What do I do with pizza boxes?  

Since pizza boxes are usually covered with grease or sauce, they are  

considered soiled cardboard and should be placed in the compost.  

Where does pet waste and kitty litter go?  

Pet waste and pet litter go in the garbage.  

Can I recycle my coffee cup or cold beverage cup?  

Styrofoam cups are not recyclable - place them in the garbage.  Paper 

coffee cups or lightly waxed beverage cups, such as Tim Hortons or 

McDonalds cups are compostable and should be placed in the green 

cart .  Lids may be placed in the blue bag. Straws are garbage.  

Do I really have to empty my bottles and cans before I recycle them?  

Yes. Full or partially filled bottles and cans are considered contaminated, 

and can spoil a whole load of recyclables - please rinse them. Try using a 

bottle brush and leftover dishwater to get into the hard to reach areas.  

Do I have to remove staples and plastic windows in envelopes?  

No, staples do not have to be removed from papers. Envelopes with   

plastic windows and pages with tape can also be recycled.  

What should I do with batteries?  

Place disposable batteries in the garbage. Worn out reusable batteries 

may be dropped off at the Household Hazardous Waste Depot.

Items include computers,      

laptops, monitors, printers,     

audio/ video systems, mice, 

keyboards and non -cellular 

phones.  

Since the program began in 

2008, almost 12,000 metric    

tonnes  of unwanted            

electronics have been           

recycled!

COMPOST CART TIPS 

Place your cart for collection even when it isnõt full, it 

may freeze during winter, preventing it from being 

emptied next collection.  

Strain excess liquids before placing wet leftovers in 

the cart or alternate wet layers with newspaper or 

leaves to keep organics from sticking to the sides.   

Check the map in the center of the       

calendar to see if your collection is on a 

shaded or non -shaded week.  

PLACING YOUR WASTE AT THE CURBSIDE IN WINTER 

Ensure your waste is easily accessible and within 10 

feet of the curbside. Do not place waste behind 

snow banks. Clear snow, enabling drivers to collect 

bagged waste and to wheel the green cart to the 

truck to be tipped.

ONLY be placed in a Safe 

Sharps Container . These are 

available at your pharmacy or 

the Canadian Diabetes  

Association (CDA) Supply  

Centre for free.  

Place your used sharps in the 

Safe Sharps Container. When it 

is almost full, seal the lid and 

return it to the pharmacy or 

CDA Supply Centre.  

NEVER place sharps in a blue 

bag or a garbage bag . It could 

seriously injure those who    

handle your waste!  

ADOPT A HIGHWAY PROGRAM 

The AAH program gives volunteer groups the        

opportunity to help their communities by collecting 

litter and beautifying roadsides and interchange 

areas.

All types of WOOD will be        

collected SEPARATELY during 

the SECOND HALF of Clean Up. 

Wood is a reusable material 

and must be diverted from 

landfill. Residents place a lot of 

wood at the roadside for Clean 

Up each year. Metal Clean Up 

volumes have decreased     

significantly, so metal will now 

be collected with landfill and 

separated upon delivery to the           

Community Recycling Centre. 

Metal will still be recycled. For

D E M O L I T I O N  

Many construction & demolition 

waste materials can be         

recycled or reused! They must 

be separated accordingly 

when delivering them to the 

Community Recycling Centre: 

aggregates, painted wood, 

clean wood, asphalt shingles 

and metal.  Residual materials 

such as drywall, insulation, vinyl 

siding, carpet, tile and windows 

are landfill. To view the         

construction & demolition waste 

sorting brochure, log onto  

www.communityrecycling.ca. 

Sorting out C&D waste correctly 

provides an opportunity to    

reuse or recycle materials, 

avoiding the use of new        

materials.
